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Follow the news from a decent news source, be interested in the world and society in which you live and have questions
about what you read and hear. Consider your opinions in the light of what you learn- avoid simple good/ bad analysis and
consider the extent to which something may be good or bad. Read widely. Law affects so much of our daily lives!
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Attend the Sixth Form Open Evening to find out about Law and then enjoy a taster lesson on the Sixth
Form Taster Day in December

Many people think Law is just about
crime- it isn’t. You will learn about criminal
law but also understand that the law is far
wider. Tort looks at our responsibilities to
fellow citizens and Contract, obligations
that are formed under formal agreement
and how disputes despite those
agreements are solved. While much of the
course looks at what law is, you will also
study the English legal system and
consider some philosophy behind the law

too.
