Politics is an excellent and exciting subject to study and we are
excited to be introducing at Bishop Luffa. You will learn to
analyse, understand and evaluate how and why our Parliament
works and influences so many areas of life.

With the implications of Brexit and Covid to work through, and
the possibility of Scottish Independence looming on the
horizon, this is a great time to be exploring politics and there is
plenty to discuss and debate.

In Yr 12 you will compare the UK and US Political systems. How
they are structured, how they work and why they sometimes
don’t! We explore the UK Parliamentary system, the UK
‘Constitution’, the Judiciary and them compare them to the US
Constitution, often quoted, often misunderstood!

In Yr 13 we explore the thinking, values and ideologies in our
political system, Liberalism, Conservatism, Socialism and,
because it is increasingly prevalent, Anarchism.

Politics especially complements Economics, History and
Sociology.
